CTET: A Brief

Introduction

The Teacher Eligibility Test (TET) was introduced by
the Government of India in 2011 to improve standards in
teaching. Teachers already working were expected to pass
the exam within two years.

The exam is based on the Government of India's National
Curriculum Framework for Teacher Education, and is a
mandatory qualification for incoming teachers for Classes |
through VIII. People with professional teaching qualifications,
including the B.T.C (D.EIl.Ed), B.Ed, and B.EI.Ed, are eligible to
take the test. Candidates must score over 60% to pass.

The Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE) maintains
the TET database and guides government bodies on
conducting the test.

The CTET was established when, in accordance with the
provisions of sub-section (1) of Section 23 of the RTE Act,
the National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE) received
notifications dated 23 August 2010 and 29 July 2011
stipulating minimum qualifications for eligibility to teach
Classes | to VIII. Passing the TET, conducted in accordance
with NCTE Guidelines, is an essential requirement for
appointment as a teacher in any of the schools referred to in
clause (n) of section 2 of the Right of Children to Free and
Compulsory Education Act (RTE Act).

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The examination is very much in demand with qualification
rates of 1-14% in the exams held till date. The TET was made
a necessary prerequisite for appointment as a teacher to
meet the following objectives:
. To establish a national benchmark and standards for
teacher quality and recruitment
- To encourage further improvement in the
performance standards of teacher education
institutions and their students
. To communicate the Government's particular focus
on teacher quality

Importance of CTET Exam

As per the NCTE guidelines dated August 23, 2010, and July

29, 2011, one of the essential qualifications for a candidate to

be eligible for an appointment as a teacher is that he or she

should pass the Teacher Eligibility Test (TET) or CTET.

Qualifying the CTET exam is of utmost importance in the

following manner:

* It introduces the national standards and benchmarks of
teacher quality in the entire recruitment process.

* It enables the candidates and teacher education
institutions to further improve their performance
standards.

* It sends a positive signal across all the stakeholders that
the Government is keen on laying a special emphasis on
teacher quality.

Difference Between CTET and TET

As the name suggests, CTET is a central government-
conducted recruitment test while TET is a state government-
conducted recruitment test. Even though both the tests are
conducted for the same reason, the job vacancies,




the schools and the applicability of the test vary between the
two tests. if you need to secure a job in KVS or any central govt.
school like DSSSB, then you need to qualify CTET Exam.
However, the TET exams are conducted by the state
government of the particular state. Through TET, candidates can
secure teaching jobs in government schools run by state
governments only such as TS TET, TNTET, HP TET, MP TET,
UPTET, MAHA TET and various others.

CTET Eligibility Criteria 2022
Lets have a look at the basic CTET eligibility criteria

* Candidates should be Class 12 pass with a minimum of 45
per cent aggregate in order to be qualified for the CTET
exam for primary teacher

* Candidates should be graduated with a minimum of 45 per
cent aggregate or Class 12 with at least 50 per cent
aggregate in order to be qualified for the CTET exam for
elementary stage teacher

* Candidates should have completed the prescribed teacher
training programmes/teacher education courses.

CTET Eligibility for Paper 1: Educational Qualification for
Classes 1-5 Teachers

e Senior Secondary or its equivalent exam with a minimum of
50 per cent marks and cleared or appearing in final year
exam of Diploma in Elementary Education (2 years
duration). OR

e Senior Secondary or its equivalent exam securing a
minimum of 45 per cent marks and cleared or appearing in
final year exam of Diploma in Elementary Education (2 years

duration). OR




e Senior Secondary or its equivalent exam with a minimum
of 50 per cent marks and cleared or appearing in the final
year exam of Bachelor of Elementary Education (4 years
duration). OR

e Senior Secondary or its equivalent test with the minimum
of 50 per cent marks and cleared or appearing in the final
year exam of Diploma in Education (2 years duration). OR

e Bachelor’s degree with a B.Ed. degree.

CTET Eligibility for Paper 2: Educational Qualification for
Classes 6-8 Teachers

e Graduation degree and has passed or is appearing in the
final year examination of Diploma in Elementary Education
(2 years duration). OR

e Graduation degree with 50 per cent marks and has
cleared or appearing in the final year exam of B.Ed. OR

e Graduation degree with 40 per cent marks and has
cleared or appearing in the final year exam of B.Ed,,
according to NCTE regulations. OR

* Senior Secondary or its equivalent test with the minimum
of 50 per cent marks and has cleared or appearing in final
year exam of 4 years duration Bachelor of Elementary
Education. OR

e Senior Secondary or its equivalent exam with 50 per cent
marks and cleared or appearing in final year exam of
B.A.Ed/B.Sc.Ed or B.A/B.Sc.Ed. OR

e Graduation degree with 50 per cent marks and has
cleared or appearing in B.Ed. program of 1-year duration.

Subject- Clarification regarding eligibility for appearing in CTET.

Sir,

I am directed to refer to your letter No. DE.3(44)/DRC(E
I)/TGT(Punjabi)/Female/2022/1051 dated 28.07.2022 on the subject cited above and to say
that the Civil Appeal No. 5564 of 2019 (arising from SLP (C ) No. 16698/2018 was disposed

of by the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India vide order dated 16.07.2019. The operative para of
the said order is as under: -

“Para 8.3.......as per dictionary meaning, the word “pursuing” means undergoing and/or
proceeding further. Therefore, a candidate who has been admitted in any of the TTC and
undergoing the teacher training course (TTC) can be said to be “pursuing” such teacher
Iraining course and shall be eligible to appear in the TET examination, irrespective of the
Jact that whether, by the last date specified for filling up the online form for TET
examination, he has, in fact, appeared in the examination of the concerned teacher
training course and the result is awaited. “Pursuing” the requisite teacher training course
is sufficient to make such a candidate eligible to appear in the TET examination.
Therefore, on a fair reading of Clause 5(ii) of the NCTE guidelines, a person who has
been admitted in TTC and is pursuing, he/she can appear in the TET examination”

“Para 8.4....Therefore, it is clear that the respective appellants herein whose
appointments were challenged were eligible to appear in the TET examination at the time
they were "pursuing" the concerned TTC. Thus, we hold that the decision of the High
Court, to the aforesaid extent, is not sustainable. The impugned orders of the High Court
are accordingly modified to the aforesaid extent...."”

2. It is clear from the Order passed by the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India that a
candidate who has been admitted in any of the TTC and undergoing the teacher training
course (TTC) can be said to be “pursuing” such teacher training course and a fair reading of
Clause 5(ii) of the NCTE guidelines, a person who has been admitted in TTC and is pursuing,
he/she can appear in the TET examination. :

In view of the above. it is clarified that a fair reading of Clause 5(ii) of the NCTE
guidelines, a person who has been admitted in TTC and is pursuing, he/she are eligible for
appearing in TET examination, if otherwise eligible, as per extant guidelines of TET
circulated on 11.02.2011, as amended from time to time and Notifications laid down by
NCTE regarding minimum qualifications, as amended from time to time.

CTET 2022 Selection Process
CTET Selection Process includes the following steps:

Step 1: Fill CTET Application Form

Aspirants need to fill their CTET application forms in
the online mode on the official website of the exam.
Candidates also need to pay the CTET application fee
of INR 1,000 (for one paper) and INR 1,200 (for two
papers).

Step 2: Download CTET Admit Card

Candidates can download CTET admit card from the
official website of the exam. The admit card for the
CTET exam contains relevant details related to the
aspirant and exam. It also mentions the candidate’s
test centre details as well as reporting time for the
exam.




Step 3: Appear for CTET Exam

Aspirants need to report at their CTET exam centers at
least 90 minutes before the commencement of the
exam. CTET exam is of two-and-a-half-hour duration. On
exam day, two papers are conducted. Paper 1 needs to
be given by aspirants who want to qualify for teaching
Classes 1 to 5 (primary wing). Paper 2 is for candidates
who want to qualify for teaching classes 6 to 8
(elementary wing).

Step 4: Check CTET Result

CBSE announces CTET results on the official website of
the exam. Candidates who qualify the exam get a CTET
eligibility certificate. The validity of the CTET eligibility
certificate has been extended from seven years to a
lifetime.

The CTET syllabus 2022 is prescribed by the CBSE. The
syllabus includes topics from which questions are asked
in the exam. The CTET Paper 1 & 2 syllabus includes
topics from the given sections

Though the Child Development and Pedagogy,
Language-l and Language-ll sections are common in
both papers, the nature and the standard of questions
are different in both. Candidates should go through the
syllabus in detail to be familiar with the important
topics.

CTET Certificate 2022: Validity

The CTET exam is now valid for a lifetime. CTET-qualified
candidates are awarded the eligibility certificates. The validity of
the CTET Certificate has been extended from seven years to a
lifetime. Candidates qualifying for the CTET 2022 exam will be
able to apply for teacher recruitment in Central schools at any
point in time till they fulfil the eligibility criteria prescribed by
the respective recruiting agency or school.

Career Scope after CTET Exam

Candidates who qualify the CTET exam become eligible for
teaching Classes 1 to 8 in the schools affiliated to the CBSE.
Candidates can apply for teacher recruitment in the following
schools after clearing the CTET exam:

Central Government Schools- KVS, NVS, Central Tibetan
Schools, etc. Schools under the administrative control of Union
Territories. Private schools that consider CTET qualification.
Schools that are owned by State Governments and local bodies.

Nature of CTET

Like other TET exams, CTET is an eligibility exam and is
qualifying in nature. Qualifying CTET exam 2022 does not
guarantee a teaching job. Hence, there is no fixed CTET salary
structure. However, candidates who clear the CTET exam also
get shortlisted in the teacher recruitment process are offered a
good salary package. The CTET-qualified teacher's salary differs
according to his or her qualifications and job position.

CTET Preparation Tips

Go through the latest CTET exam pattern & syllabus- The first
and foremost step to start the exam preparation for the CTET is
to get thoroughly aware of the latest exam pattern and syllabus.
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The CTET exam pattern will make candidates familiar with the
subjects from which questions are asked. Marking scheme and
duration and the syllabus enlightens candidates about the topics
from which questions are asked in the exam.

Practice CTET question papers & mock tests to boost the
preparation level, candidates should undertake the practice of
CTET question papers and mock tests. It may be noted that
regular practice of CTET mock tests will not only help in
improving time management and accuracy but will also make
candidates aware of their weak and strong areas.

Time management- Candidates get a fixed time of 2.30 hours to
attempt a CTET paper. To attempt as many questions as
possible, it becomes imperative for candidates to focus on
achieving the required speed and accuracy.
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Learning without reflection is a waste and Reflection
without learning is dangerous - Confucius.

Gunjan, Khushboo, Ayushi, Priyanka, Nikki, Sadhna,
Geetanjali, Suman, Shobha, Pankaj Kumar, Sannu Priya,
Shubhangi, Rajkumar, Keshav and MS Sahay, all trainees
of 2022-24 batch, took charge of the task and
wholeheartedly started executing the vision in its true
spirit. We took it otherwise in the beginning. We felt like
- why should we be doing all such stuffs; this is not our
job. | was also among those who were thinking like that.
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Although late, the realization hit us hard that this
library and its enormous hidden treasure is for us only.
We are its custodian and we must take care of it. We
requested all other trainees to adopt five books which
were not in readable condition. Thanks to Everyone
that supported this idea and now almost 500 such
books have been adopted by our batch mates and they
will come back in the library in a healthy readable
condition. At the same time, we helped our College
save lakhs of public money for other important
requirements in the college library through a little
effort of our batch mates which could now could be
spent on buying new books.

Read the Adopted Book as well: This indeed is a great
initiative as we were not supposed to merely bind the
books but we were expected to read it too. Now let’s

different topics and finishing it every 15 days. Now to
motivate readers BEST READER OF THE MONTH award

has also been introduced.

Free Books From Shackles

This is not all. When we started using and surfing the
library. We found that all the books are in shackles for
years. They always remain locked in different Almirah.
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They can peep out from some of them, and can’t do
even that from most of them. Every time we wanted
to have a look at a book, we had to consult the library
attendant. He will reluctantly come, open the hard
operating locks and only then we were able to have a
glimpse of the book in our hands. Asking for a second
book to see what it contains was a crime. Now, the
books do not remain locked, we can freely surf
through the book of our choice and borrow them.

Rearranged Books

It was very difficult to find the book of our choice in
the library as the books in the library were not
systematically arranged. Gunjan and Geetanjali then
took charge of rearranging the books course and
subject wise. They worked really hard, though
Rajkumar, Chanchal, Alok, Nandan, Sujata, Pooja and |
assisted them a lot. It was the most difficult task.
Removing the dusty and torn book from different
Almira and them rearranging them as per their subject
matter was very tedious work. Some of us even kept
sneezing while working in the library due to the
extreme dirt and damaged books. Second lot of
rearrangement work in the library was executed by
Neelkamal, Tarun, Pankaj and Others.




Framed New Rules

We even framed new rules for the Library. Earlier free
surfing through the books were not allowed. We were
allowed to borrow only one book at a time from the
library. Library usually remained closed most of the
time. But now it is not the situation. We can freely
search for borrowing books. Now, we can borrow
altogether four books at a time from the library — two
course books and two side books. Our library remains
open now 10 to 05. Thank you Ravindra Sir for all these
initiatives.
